The Initiative for ASEAN Integration (lAl) was
launched by then Singapore Prime Minister (PM) Goh
Chok Tong at the 4" ASEAN Informal Summit in 2000
to narrow the development gap between ASEAN-6
and Cambodia, Lao PDR, Myanmar and Viet Nam and
to support ASEAN integration and community
building. To date, Singapore has made four pledges
totalling S$170 million to the IAI

A key Al project by Singapore was the establishment
of training centres in Phnom Penh, Vientiane, Yangon
and Hanoi, which have been upgraded to the
Singapore Cooperation Centres. More than 50,000
CLMV government officials have attended our training
courses at these centres on diverse areas aligned with
the objectives of the four |Al Work Plans.

The current Al Work Plan IV (2021-2025) is structured
around the five strategic areas of food and agriculture,
trade facilitation, MSMEs, education, health and well-
being, and four enabling actions which are aimed at
promoting sustainable development, sharing best
practices in public policy, governance and regulatory
development, improving data collection and analysis
capabilities; and strengthening the role of social wark
to realise a people-oriented, people-centred and
inclusive ASEAN Community.

The IAl is in line with the spirit of the Singapore
Cooperation Programme (SCP). Launched in 1992,
the SCP brings together various technical assistance
programmes offered by Singapore. Singapore
believes that human resource development is vital for
economic and social progress. In Singapore's early
years, we also benefitted from technical assistance
from International Organisations and developed
countries. The SCP is our way of paying it forward by
giving back to the international community.

Course Objectives

The course aims to enhance participants' English
proficiency to or at the Basic level. It is designed
for participants to obtain specific learning (listening,
speaking, reading and writing) skills and outcomes,
that are aligned with the Common European
Framework of Reference (CEFR) for languages at
the A1 level.

Synopsis

The course covers two modules focusing on:
« Pronunciation. Listening and Speaking Skills
- Features of English pronunciation (e.g. vowel
and consonant sounds, word stress, sentence
stress, connected speech, rhythm and
intonation)
- Use of International Phonetic Alphabet (IPA) -
Listening Strategies
- Communication/Conversational Strategies
= English for Professional Purposes
- Basic professional writing skills
- Short oral presentation
- Interacting with colleagues and professional
contacts
- Participation in meetings

By the end of the course, participants should be

able to achieve the following in English,

commensurate with the targeted CEFR A1 level:

s Understand common familiar phrases and
simple sentences;

s Maintain face-to-face and online
communications and participate effectively in
conversations;
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Listen to and express key information and ideas in
interactive and non-interactive spoken English;
Read simple and connected written material that is
related to everyday survival or workplace
situations;

Write simple emails and letters;

Speak and interact in a simple way with their
interlocutors; and

Use the internet as a resource for autonomous
learning and use an online dictionary effectively.

Methodology

The in-person course will include a variety of training
methods comprising elements of synchronous and
asynchronous e-learning sessions.

Regulations

Participants are required to comply with the following:

Strictly observe course schedules and attend all
training sessions, and

Carry out instructions and abide by conditions as
may be stipulated by the Government of
Singapore and its appointed trainers as well as
the Government of Viet Nam or its nominating
authority.

Duration

The course will be held from 2 to 20 June 2025.
